In finished areas, paint shop-primed items.
Paint interior surfaces of air ducts and convector and baseboard heating cabinets that are visible through grilles and louvers with one coat of flat black paint to visible surfaces.
Paint dampers exposed behind louvers, grilles, and convector and baseboard cabinets to match face panels.

Manufacturer's Instructions:  Indicate special surface preparation procedures.
Maintenance Data:  Submit data including finish schedule showing where each product/color/finish was used, product technical data sheets, material safety data sheets (MSDS), care and cleaning instructions, touch-up procedures, repair of painted and finished surfaces, and color samples of each color and finish used.

Applicator Qualifications:  Company specializing in performing the type of work specified with minimum __________ years’ experience and approved by manufacturer.
MOCK-UP

Provide panel, ____ feet (____ m) long by ____ feet (____ m) wide, illustrating paint color, texture, and finish.
Provide door and frame assembly illustrating paint color, texture, and finish.
Locate where directed by Architect.
Mock-up may remain as part of the work.
DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING
Deliver products to site in sealed and labeled containers; inspect to verify acceptability.
Container Label:  Include manufacturer's name, type of paint, brand name, lot number, brand code, coverage, surface preparation, drying time, cleanup requirements, color designation, and instructions for mixing and reducing.
Paint Materials:  Store at minimum ambient temperature of 45 degrees F (7 degrees C) and a maximum of 90 degrees F (32 degrees C), in ventilated area, and as required by manufacturer's instructions.
FIELD CONDITIONS
Do not apply materials when surface and ambient temperatures are outside the temperature ranges required by the paint product manufacturer.
Follow manufacturer's recommended procedures for producing best results, including testing of substrates, moisture in substrates, and humidity and temperature limitations.
Do not apply materials when relative humidity exceeds 85 percent, at temperatures less than 5 degrees F (3 degrees C) above the dew point, or to damp or wet surfaces.
Minimum Application Temperatures for Paints:  50 degrees F (10 degrees C) for interiors unless required otherwise by manufacturer's instructions.
Provide lighting level of 80 fc (860 lux) measured mid-height at substrate surface.

If a single manufacturer cannot provide specified products; minor exceptions will be permitted provided approval by Architect is obtained using the specified procedures for substitutions.

Substitution of a different paint system by the same manufacturer will be considered.

PAINTS AND FINISHES - GENERAL
Paints and Finishes:  Ready-mixed, unless intended to be a field-catalyzed paint.
Provide paints and finishes of a soft paste consistency, capable of being readily and uniformly dispersed to a homogeneous coating, with good flow and brushing properties, and capable of drying or curing free of streaks or sags.
Provide materials that are compatible with one another and the substrates indicated under conditions of service and application, as demonstrated by manufacturer based on testing and field experience.
For opaque finishes, tint each coat including primer coat and intermediate coats, one-half shade lighter than succeeding coat, with final finish coat as base color.
Supply each paint material in quantity required to complete entire project's work from a single production run.
Do not reduce, thin, or dilute paint or finishes or add materials unless such procedure is specifically described in manufacturer's product instructions.

In utility areas, finish equipment, piping, conduit, and exposed duct work in colors according to the color-coding scheme indicated.

EXAMINATION
Do not begin application of paints and finishes until substrates have been adequately prepared.
Verify that surfaces are ready to receive work as instructed by the product manufacturer.
Examine surfaces scheduled to be finished prior to commencement of work.  Report any condition that may potentially affect proper application.
If substrate preparation is the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.
Test shop-applied primer for compatibility with subsequent cover materials.
Measure moisture content of surfaces using an electronic moisture meter. Do not apply finishes unless moisture content of surfaces is below the following maximums:
Gypsum Wallboard:  12 percent.
Plaster and Stucco:  12 percent.
Masonry, Concrete, and Concrete Masonry Units:  12 percent.
Interior Wood:  15 percent, measured in accordance with ASTM D4442.
Concrete Floors and Traffic Surfaces:  8 percent.
PREPARATION
Clean surfaces thoroughly and correct defects prior to application.
Prepare surfaces using the methods recommended by the manufacturer for achieving the best result for the substrate under the project conditions.
Remove or repair existing paints or finishes that exhibit surface defects.
Remove or mask surface appurtenances, including electrical plates, hardware, light fixture trim, escutcheons, and fittings, prior to preparing surfaces or finishing.
Seal surfaces that might cause bleed through or staining of topcoat.
Remove mildew from impervious surfaces by scrubbing with solution of tetra-sodium phosphate and bleach. Rinse with clean water and allow surface to dry.
Acoustical Panel Ceilings:
Pretreat ceiling water stains according to manufacturer's written instructions.
Pretreat tiles saturated with grease or nicotine according to manufacturer's written instructions.
Concrete:
Remove release agents, curing compounds, efflorescence, and chalk.  Do not coat surfaces if moisture content or alkalinity of surfaces to be coated exceeds that permitted in manufacturer's written instructions.
Clean surfaces with pressurized water. Use pressure range of 1,500 to 4,000 psi (10,350 to 27,580 kPa) at 6 to 12 inches (150 to 300 mm). Allow to dry.
Clean concrete according to ASTM D4258. Allow to dry.
Prepare surface as recommended by topcoat manufacturer and in accordance with SSPC-SP 13/NACE No.6.
Masonry:
Remove efflorescence and chalk. Do not coat surfaces if moisture content, alkalinity of surfaces, or if alkalinity of mortar joints exceed that permitted in manufacturer's written instructions. Allow to dry.
Prepare surface as recommended by topcoat manufacturer.
Clean surfaces with pressurized water. Use pressure range of 600 to 1,500 psi (4,140 to 10,350 kPa) at 6 to 12 inches (150 to 300 mm). Allow to dry.
Concrete Floors and Traffic Surfaces:  Remove contamination, acid etch and rinse floors with clear water. Verify required acid-alkali balance is achieved. Allow to dry.
Gypsum Board:  Fill minor defects with filler compound. Spot prime defects after repair.
Plaster:  Fill hairline cracks, small holes, and imperfections with latex patching plaster. Make smooth and flush with adjacent surfaces. Wash and neutralize high-alkali surfaces.
Insulated Coverings:  Remove dirt, grease, and oil from canvas and cotton.
Aluminum:  Remove surface contamination and oils and wash with solvent according to SSPC-SP 1.
Copper:  Remove contamination by steam, high-pressure water, or solvent washing.
Galvanized Surfaces:
Remove surface contamination and oils and wash with solvent according to SSPC-SP 1.
Prepare surface according to SSPC-SP 2.
Ferrous Metal:
Solvent clean according to SSPC-SP 1.
Shop-Primed Surfaces:  Sand and scrape to remove loose primer and rust. Feather edges to make touch-up patches inconspicuous. Clean surfaces with solvent. Prime bare steel surfaces. Re-prime entire shop-primed item.
Remove rust, loose mill scale, and other foreign substances using methods recommended in writing by paint manufacturer and blast cleaning in accordance with SSPC-SP 6/NACE No.3. Protect from corrosion until coated.
Wood Surfaces to Receive Opaque Finish:  Wipe off dust and grit prior to priming. Seal knots, pitch streaks, and sappy sections with sealer. Fill nail holes and cracks after primer has dried; sand between coats. Back prime concealed surfaces before installation.
Glue-Laminated Beams:  Prior to finishing, wash surfaces with solvent, remove grease and dirt.
Wood Doors to be Field Finished:  Seal wood door top and bottom edge surfaces with clear sealer.
Metal Doors to be Painted:  Prime metal door top and bottom edge surfaces.
