EXAMINATION
Examine substrates and conditions, with Applicator present, for compliance with requirements for maximum moisture content and other conditions affecting performance of the Work.
Maximum Moisture Content of Substrates: When measured with an electronic moisture meter as follows:

Concrete: 12 percent.
Cementitious Composition Board: 12 percent.
Masonry (Clay and CMU): 12 percent.

Verify suitability of substrates, including surface conditions and compatibility, with finishes and primers. Proceed with coating application only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.

PREPARATION
For renovation or maintenance projects where repainting is required, consult manufacturers for recommendations and revise first paragraph below and paint systems specified in applicable exterior painting schedule articles.

Remove hardware, covers, plates, and similar items already in place that are removable and are not to be painted. If removal is impractical or impossible because of size or weight of item, provide surface-applied protection before surface preparation and painting.

Do not clean equipment with free-draining water and prevent solvents, thinners, cleaners, and other contaminants from entering into waterways, sanitary and storm drain systems, and ground.
Dispose of contaminants in accordance with requirements of authorities having jurisdiction.
Allow empty paint cans to dry before disposal.
Retain subparagraph below if paint recycling or collection facilities are available in vicinity of Project.
Collect waste paint by type and deliver to recycling or collection facility.
After completing paint application, clean spattered surfaces. Remove spattered paints by washing, scraping, or other methods. Do not scratch or damage adjacent finished surfaces.
Protect work of other trades against damage from paint application. Correct damage to work of other trades by cleaning, repairing, replacing, and refinishing, as approved by Architect, and leave in an undamaged condition.
At completion of construction activities of other trades, touch up and restore damaged or defaced painted surfaces.
